IMPORTANT INFORMATION FROM THE SECRETARY

LIFE MEMBERSHIP — We are approaching that time of year when those de-
siring to apply for Life Membership for the 2011-2012 Lodge year should do
so. To be eligible for Life Membership in Hagerstown Lodge, you must have
attained the age of 65 years, have paid dues for 45 full years of which 10 of
those years must have been with Hagerstown Lodge. This means that most
people who would be eligible for life membership would have 46 years or
more on their membership card this year. If you meet the above conditions,
you must apply for Life Membership by sending a written request to the
Lodge Secretary no later than February 10, 2011, but the sooner the better,
for the upcoming new Lodge year. Once the request is received, it will be
read on the Lodge floor, published in the Antlers and voted on at the meeting
following the publication. The Secretary will notify you of the outcome of the
vote.
