Louis James “Jim” Grillo was born and raised in
Stockton, California. Jim, a fifth-generation
Stocktonian, attended Madison Elementary School,
Daniel Webster Junior High School, and Amos
Alonzo Stagg High School in Stockton. He gradu-
ated from California State University in Sacramento,
with a degree in Criminal Justice. While in college
he interned for the District Attorney’s Office.

On February 12, 1974, Jim was proposed for Elks
membership by his father, who was then State Vice
President of the Central District of the California-Ha-
waii Elks Association. On a visit home from college,
Jim was initiated into Stockton, California Elks Lodge
No. 218, on March 26, 1974. He served with distinc-
tion in all the Chairs and was to serve as Exalted Ruler
for 1987-1988.

Subsequently, in 1991 , he was Chairman of the
Centennial Celebration for the Stockton Lodge, a cel-
ebration which included a visit from then Grand Ex-
alted Ruler James W. Damon. Jim also was the edi-
tor of the Lodge’s 100-year Commemorative Book,
and was instrumental in obtaining television cover-
age for the Lodge’s 100 years of Elkdom on the NBC
Today Show. Jim is an Honorary Life Member of
Stockton Lodge No. 218.

Jim has been active on various California Cen-
tral District Committees and has served the Grand
Lodge as District Deputy Grand Exalted Ruler in
1991-1992. He served the California-Hawaii Elks
Association as State Indoctrination Chairman in 1994-
1995, and in 1995 was appointed to serve on the Cali-
fornia-Hawaii Elks Major Project Board of Trustees
for three years. In 1998-1999, Jim was First Vice-Presi-
dent of the Califomia-Hawaii Elks Association, and
he was elected President of the association for 1999-
2000.

Jim was on the Grand Lodge-Lodge Activities/
State Associations Committee from 2000 to 2001, and
was Chairman of the All-American Lodge Contest
during that time. Jim served four years on the Board

It was at the intersection of a
right of way to Defense Highway, which is
now MD 450.

On the grounds of Elks Camp Barrett, located
behind the nurses quarters, there is a family
burial plot for the original owners of the prop-
erty. Years ago on November 11 we placed
flowers on the graves. A family member,
whose grandfather was in the Civil War, vis-
ited the graves and thanked us for caring for
them.

The barn on the property was near the care-
takers house. The old swimming pool is un-
der the new bathhouse. The old bathhouse
is now the nurses quarters and Directors
apartment. The basement has the equipment
that operated the old pool.

The current bathhouse was built in 1990-91.
New bathrooms were built at the Dining
Hall/Kitchen area in 1992.
